Dosbarth 1 – October Learning Adventures
Dosbarth 1 have had a wonderful October, filled with outdoor learning, creativity 
and problem-solving. Our younger pupils have been developing their fine motor 
skills by learning how to use hammers safely, while the Year 1 children have taken 
this a step further by creating their very own wooden hedgehogs, carefully 
hammering nails into log slices.

🌳 Outdoor Learning and Positional Language
We have spent lots of time outdoors spotting woodland animals and using 
positional vocabulary to describe where they are. Reception and Year 1 have also 
been giving and following instructions on a woodland grid, practising important 
oracy, listening and directional skills. This learning will support our next exciting 
step — programming Beebots around a forest map!

Dosbarth 2 – Half Term Learning Highlights

Dosbarth 2 have had a brilliant and busy term, filled with creativity, curiosity and 

hands-on learning. In our Ancient Egypt topic, the children have been exploring 

different pyramid structures, including square-based pyramids, triangular 

pyramids and step pyramids. They experimented with a range of materials such as 

sugar cubes, marshmallows, Lego and building bricks to design and construct their 

own models. The teamwork and problem-solving on display were fantastic to see!

🔦 Light and Shadows

As part of our science work, we investigated how shadows are formed and how 

we can make them larger or smaller. The children then applied their 

understanding to create and perform an Egyptian-themed story using our shadow 

puppet theatre — a wonderful combination of imagination and scientific 

knowledge.

🌱 Growing and Harvesting

Last term, we planted seeds in our raised bed and have been carefully watering 

and watching them grow. The children were thrilled to finally harvest a brilliant 

crop of beetroot — a proud moment for everyone involved!

☀️ R.E. and Creative Curriculum

We have also been learning about the 5 Ks of Sikhism, using our beautiful school 

grounds as inspiration. In addition, the children used natural materials to design 

and create their own Egyptian cartouche, showcasing both their creativity and 

understanding of the topic.

Class 3 – End of Half Term Reflection
What a busy few weeks we have had in Class 3! The inspection process is always an 
intense time for pupils, but they have taken everything in their stride and shown the 
very best of themselves.

It has been particularly pleasing for me, as their teacher, to see the progress they are 
making and to watch the skills we have been working on start to come to fruition. The 
children are becoming more independent, working harder each week, and developing 
into a fantastic class with a brilliant attitude towards their learning.

🌍 World War II Topic
This term we have explored a wide range of themes, including:
• The causes of World War II
• The Allies and Axis powers
• Evacuation and rationing
• Key events during the war
• Propaganda and how it influenced people
• The contributions of people across the British Empire

We have also made meaningful links across the curriculum.
In Religion, Values and Ethics, we discussed moral dilemmas during war, how faith 
supported people through the Blitz, and how life changed for Jewish communities in 
Germany.

📚 Literacy & Communication
We have focused on key grammar and punctuation to strengthen their writing. The 
children are currently drafting letters as evacuees, which we will complete after half 
term.
➗ Maths & Numeracy
Our focus this half term has been place value, addition and subtraction, with 
opportunities to apply these skills within our World War II context.

Cruse Bereavement Support

If you need support, this is the process we follow:

We first look to support the adults surrounding the child (parents, legal 
guardians, other family members) whether that's by providing bereavement 

support, or through our ‘Understanding Your Child's Bereavement online 
sessions’ which help adults understand their child's grief journey.

Then, if the parent/legal guardian decides their child may need formal one-
to-one bereavement support we offer this via Zoom in all areas, and where 

volunteers are available, in person support. We do not offer home visits.

Please note, this is not counselling, and our service only covers support 
surrounding the bereavement. Our services may not be suitable for those 

with complex mental health needs or additional learning needs that impact 
their understanding of the bereavement.

All support requires signed permission from the parent/legal guardian for 
anyone under 16, or a parental- or self-referral for 16- and 17-year-olds 

before support can begin. If a child under 16 would like to self-refer, we at 
Cruse will hold a Gillick Competency assessment prior to referral. We provide 
one-to-one bereavement support for children and young people ages 7-17.

We cannot take any third party referrals through school. 
Contact Cruse  directly via CYPwales@cruse.org.uk , or to call 0300 1111 003 
to leave a voicemail stating their name, contact details, and that they would 

like to refer a child/young person (and how many children they'd like to 
refer).

They can also call our Helpline if they require more immediate support as a 
one-off chat (Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday: 9.30am-5pm, Tuesday: 

1pm – 8pm) on 0808 800 1677.
