We wanted to let you know about some changes to the cost of our onsite childcare
provision from 1st April 2026.

We have thought about this as carefully as possible and have looked at all available
options before making these decisions. We fully understand that childcare is a
significant cost for families. However, we are also very fortunate to be able to offer this
provision at Ysgol y Llan, and we remain committed to providing it for our school
community.

When setting prices, we carefully consider all costs involved, as well as the impact on
our families. Unfortunately, with the continued rise in energy costs, food prices and
staff wages, we now have no option but to increase our charges. We have kept these
increases as low as we possibly can.

All of the provision we offer onsite — whether that is Whitford Playgroup, Breakfast
Club or After School Club — is in place to support our families. We always aim to listen
and respond to your needs wherever possible. These provisions also help support the
wider work of the school and, where any profit is made, this is fed back into the school
for the benefit of our pupils.

From Tuesday 1st April 2026, the new prices will be as follows:
Breakfast Club (7:45am-8:30am): £3.00

After School Club: 3:15-5:15pm
3:15pm—4:15pm: £5.50
4:15pm-5:15pm: £5.50
(Increase of 50p per session)

Whitford Playgroup: 8:45-3:15pm
Morning session: £25.00
Afternoon session: £16.00

Full day: £40.00

We will continue to review costs carefully. Depending on changes in the wider financial
climate, further increases may be needed later in the year, but we will always give

plenty of notice should this be necessary.
